Aviation 
Scholarships

1) PRE-SOLO: A few scholarships 
($1000 to $2500) will be given to appli-
cants with no flight experience for fixed 
wing, glider, rotary wing or other type 
aircraft flight lessons. 
 
2) ADVANCED: Many scholarships 
($2000 to $5000) will be given to can-
didates who have  started their avia-
tion lessons on their own and complet-
ed their first solo flight or can demon-
strate equivalent commitment in a 
related aviation field. 
 
3) OTHER: Special awards are fre-
quently available for Tailwheel instruc-
tion, Aviation Maintenance training, 
and Airline (ATP) time building.
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
